Approval of February 26, 2020 Minutes.

Mayor and Commission Member reports
Ms Rush discussed the availability of a grant for COVID –19 relief. Ms. Hauser and Mayor Koch will work on the grant over the next few days. It has to be submitted by Saturday, May 30, 2020.
Revisions on Ordinance 231 – Off Highway Vehicles.

The commission discussed the changes suggested at the February meeting and made the following revisions:

Section 1.
Designation of Off-Highway Vehicle Routes.  All municipal rights-of-way shall be designated as off-highway vehicle routes. 

Add: except as excluded by this ordinance. 

Section 4.
Additional Rules for Operation of Off-Highway Vehicles.

(1)  All Off-highway vehicles  (delete operators) must obtain a permit from the Town of Empire.

Add: each vehicle must have a separate permit.

c) Permits will be valid for one calendar year and the Town Board will determine fees, by resolution at a regular scheduled meeting. 

(5) Operators must have a current driver’s license.

Change “current” to “valid”


(8) OHV’s are not permitted on North Main or South Main (also known as South Bard Creek Road), except when crossing perpendicular to the road.

(9) OHV’s may only cross US 40 at intersections and not at the intersection of North Main or South Main (also known as South Bard Creek Road).

Section 5.
Penalties

(1).  Violation of this ordinance shall be a non-criminalized traffic infraction and is punishable by a $25.00 fine for the 1st offense, $75.00 fine for the second offense, and $125.00 fine for subsequent offenses, within a one year period. 

Add: Surcharges established by the model traffic code will also apply.

 (2) Three infractions in one year will result in the revocation of the permit.

a) Persons with revoked permit will not be ellegible for a new permit for one year.


Add: 


(3) Fourth and subsequent violations will result in a summons into court.
