ORDINANCE 258 – 

AN AMENDMENT TO ORDINANCE 251- AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING BY REFERENCE THE 2010 EDITION OF THE “MODEL TRAFFIC CODE FOR COLORADO” FOR THE REGULATION OF TRAFFIC IN THE TOWN OF EMPIRE, COLORADO .

ALLOWING THE TOWN OF EMPIRE TO REGULATE SPEED LIMITS ON TOWN ROADS WITHIN TOWN LIMITS.

WHEREAS; pursuant to C.R.S. Section 13-15-103, the Town of Empire (the “Town”) has the authority to make and publish ordinances; and

WHEREAS, specifically, the Town is authorized to regulate streets and the movement of traffic within the Town; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to that authority, the Town previously adopted Ordinance 251 which adopted by reference the 2010 Model Traffic Code for Colorado (“Model Traffic Code”) with various Town-specific deletions and amendments; and 

WHEREAS, the Model Traffic Code, as amended by the Town, does not set a uniform speed limit for the Town; and
WHEREAS, many streets within the Town are single lane roadways and require slower speed limits for safe travel; and

WHEREAS, the Town’s traffic safety goal is to provide for the quiet enjoyment and safe use of roadways throughout Town including safe travel by non-motorized and legal motorized vehicles; and 

WHEREAS, the Town recognizes the need for safety measures regulating passage through Town limits which balance the need for quiet enjoyment by residents and businesses with the safe and efficient movement of pedestrian and vehicular travel; and 

WHEREAS, the Board has conducted a public hearing to consider evidence on adopting an ordinance which supplements, but does not amend, the Model Traffic Code by adopting a fifteen (15) miles per hour (“mph”) speed limit, unless otherwise posted or otherwise designated by the Model Traffic Code, as amended; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees now seeks to adopt Ordinance 258 to adopt a fifteen (15) mph speed limit unless otherwise posted.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF EMPIRE, COLORADO, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.
The above recitals are hereby incorporated by reference.
Section 2.
The speed limit for the Town of Empire shall be fifteen (15) miles per hour (“mph”), unless otherwise posted or otherwise designated by the Model Traffic Code, as amended.

Section 3. 
Validity
If any part or parts of this Ordinance are for any reason held to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance.  The Board of Trustees hereby declares that it would have passed this Ordinance and each part or parts thereof, irrespective of the fact that any part or parts be declared invalid.

Section 4.
Repeal

Existing ordinances or parts of ordinances covering the same matters as embraced in this Ordinance are hereby repealed and all ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed, except that this repeal shall not affect or prevent the prosecution or punishment of any person for any act done or committed in violation of any ordinance hereby repealed prior to the taking effect of this Ordinance.  Existing ordinances or part of ordinances regulating traffic that are not inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are not repealed and shall remain in full force and effect.
