Public Hearing - Conditional Use Permit – 38 West Mountain

The Planning Commission opened the joint public hearing for the Conditional Use permit application for a short-term rental, at 38 West Mountain, from Steve and Jackie Mihalchick. Brian Gilbert made a statement in support of the conditional use permit. Ms. Hauser read a letter from Don Wise opposing short-term rentals in the residential district in general. The public hearing was closed. 

Recommendation - Conditional Use Permit – 38 West Mountain

Ms. Rush stated we need to rethink the short-term rental amendment. Ms. Hauser informed the Commission that we need to evaluate the application under the ordinance currently in affect, not by changes that have been recommended.

Ron Jones – Storage Unit Improvements
Ms Hauser presented a letter from Mr. Jones and Mr. Jones was available to answer any questions. He is planning to use millings to create RV storage at the storage unit property at 499 East Mountain. The project is a use by right, but Mr. Jones wanted the planning commission to be aware of his plans.
